 The Bank of Japan kept monetary settings unchanged as expected on Tuesday and its 
chief hosed down market speculation of a shift away from ultra-easy policy later this 
year as inflation remained stubbornly shy of the central bank's target. 

 Fitch Ratings on Tuesday warned that it would take ratings action against Chinese local 
governments if revisions to their fiscal data were significant, after recent reports on fake 
economic data deepened concerns about governance and oversight. 

 Seven years of unprecedented European Central Bank stimulus have helped feed a 40 
billion-euro boom in foreign buying of central European debt, raising the question - what 
happens when it all dries up this year? 

 Federal Reserve Board nominee Marvin Goodfriend on Tuesday defended his past focus 
on inflation, saying that while earlier warnings about runaway prices were "absolutely" 
proved wrong, it was the Fed's credibility in controlling inflation that has allowed 
unemployment to fall so low. 

 U.S., Canadian and Mexican negotiators opened a key week-long round of talks to 
modernize NAFTA on Tuesday amid persistent concerns the Trump administration is 
preparing to walk away from the trade deal, a move that could roil financial markets. 
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GLOBAL MARKETS 
U.S. & Global Markets – World stock markets broadly edged higher on 
Tuesday, with the U.S. market getting a lift from upbeat earnings from 
companies such as Netflix, while the U.S. dollar slipped to a three-year 
low against a basket of major currencies.  
Helping the positive tone for stocks was relief over Monday's temporary 
U.S. government funding deal, which boosted confidence about global 
growth and corporate earnings. 
Global borrowing costs also eased as the Bank of Japan's reassurances in 
Asia added to the relief that U.S. lawmakers had struck a short-term deal 
to fund the government through to Feb. 8. The deal resolved a three-day 
shutdown in Washington.  
Keeping some of the enthusiasm in check, U.S. President Donald Trump 
late Monday slapped steep import tariffs on washing machines and solar 
panels. That put a cloud over global trade.  
In U.S. stocks, Netflix was up 10.6 percent and hit a record high after the 
video-streaming pioneer beat Wall Street targets for new subscribers in 
the fourth quarter. The majority of results so far this earnings season 
have been stronger than expected.  
"Generally, we like the trend of earnings, we think they will continue to 
be good and our forecasts for the rest of the year look good," said Mike 
Baele, managing director at U.S. Bank Private Client Wealth Management 
in Portland, Oregon. 
"It is not surprising the market is taking comfort in these good numbers." 
The Dow Jones Industrial Average fell 3.79 points, or 0.01 percent, to 
26,210.81, the S&P 500 gained 6.17 points, or 0.22 percent, to 2,839.14 
and the Nasdaq Composite added 52.26 points, or 0.71 percent, to 
7,460.29. 
The pan-European FTSEurofirst 300 index rose 0.12 percent and MSCI's 
gauge of stocks across the globe gained 0.47 percent.  
Data showed euro zone consumer confidence jumped much more than 
expected in January, underlining the strong momentum in the euro zone 
economy.  
That pushed the dollar index to a three-year low.  
The dollar index fell 0.29 percent, with the euro up 0.24 percent to 
$1.229. 
Some investors speculate that the recent bearish move in the dollar may 
be coming to a close amid brewing concerns over the U.S. stance on 
global trade. 
Also in the foreign exchange market, Britain's pound topped $1.40 for the 
first time since voters there chose in 2016 to leave the European Union. 
Sterling was last trading at $1.3995, up 0.07 percent on the day. 
Brent crude inched above $70 a barrel for the first time in a week before 
settling just below that level. Healthy world economic growth prospects 
boosted oil.  
Brent crude futures gained 93 cents to settle at $69.96, and rose above 
$70 during the session. U.S. crude futures rose 90 cents to settle at 
$64.47. 
U.S. Treasury debt yields slid, in line with declines in Japanese 
government bond yields, after the Bank of Japan kept interest rate targets 
unchanged and its top official quashed speculation of a move away from 
an easy monetary policy.  
Benchmark 10-year notes last rose 11/32 in price to yield 2.6242 percent, 
from 2.663 percent late on Monday.

GLOBAL ECONOMIES 

Australia and New Zealand - The Australian and New Zealand dollars 
took a small step back on Tuesday after news of U.S. tariffs sparked fears 

of a global trade war, offseting upgrades to the world growth outlook and 
a deal to re-open the U.S. government. 
Risk sentiment took a knock when President Donald Trump slapped steep 
tariffs on imported washing machines and solar panels, in what might 
only be the first of several potential trade restrictions. While the tariffs 
were not aimed directly at Australian goods, the country is heavily reliant 
on free trade and particularly of commodities that fuel global supply 
chains. 
As a result the Aussie dropped back to $0.7997, from a top of $0.8029. 
The currency had already run into offers above $0.8030 and needs to end 
a day above the $0.8000 barrier to keep its recent uptrend going. 
"A break of the high would suggest a run toward the top of the current 
uptrend channel at $0.8060. If that breaks, the 81 cent level is in the 
frame," said Greg McKenna, chief market strategist at FX provider 
AxiTrader. 
"Then above that is the 2017 high," being a top touched in September 
around $0.8125. 
The Aussie had being doing well after the IMF upgraded its global 
economic outlook to growth of 3.9 percent for this year and next, against 
3.7 percent previously.  
The U.S. government shutdown had also ended when Democrats agreed 
to end the standoff in exchange for President Donald Trump's 
Republicans promising a debate on the future of young illegal immigrants. 
The deal lasts until Feb. 8.  
All of which proved to be bullish for risk trades, equities and 
commodities, but bearish for sovereign bonds. 
Australian government three-year bond futures were off a tick at 97.705 
and only just above their lowest since late 2015. The 10-year contract 
eased 0.5 ticks to 97.1300, while the cash yield stood at 2.58 percent and 
near its highest since October. 
The New Zealand dollar also had a see-saw session, rising to a four-month 
peak of $0.7355 before the tariff news pulled it down to $0.7325. 
New Zealand investors remain in wait-and-see mode until fourth-quarter 
consumer price index figures are released on Thursday.  
Median forecasts are for a 0.4 percent rise in consumer prices for the 
December quarter, leaving annual inflation running at a tame 1.9 percent. 
Anything softer would only reinforce expectations the Reserve Bank of 
New Zealand will not be hiking rates for many more months to come, and 
could undermine the kiwi. 
New Zealand government bonds  eased, sending yields 1.5 basis points 
higher at the long end of the curve. 
 

Japan - The Bank of Japan kept monetary settings unchanged as 
expected on Tuesday and its chief hosed down market speculation of a 
shift away from ultra-easy policy later this year as inflation remained 
stubbornly shy of the central bank's target. 
BOJ Governor Haruhiko Kuroda said he saw no immediate need to raise 
interest rates or slow the bank's regular purchases of exchange-traded 
funds - one of its stimulus measures - despite criticism the buying was 
artificially inflating Tokyo stock prices, which hit a 26-year peak on 
Tuesday. 
The recent strengthening in Japan's economic recovery had prompted 
many analysts to call the BOJ's next move to be a withdrawal, rather than 
an expansion, of stimulus, although there was divergence in views on the 
timing of such a shift. 
Kuroda's comments served a fresh reminder to investors that the BOJ was 
in no rush to follow the footsteps of its U.S. and European peers in ending 
crisis-mode policies. That prompted the yen to erase gains made earlier in 
the day.

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"There is still some distance to 2 percent inflation, so we're in no 
condition yet to debate the timing and method of an exit from ultra-easy 
monetary policy," Kuroda told a briefing. 
As widely expected, the BOJ maintained a pledge to guide short-term 
interest rates at minus 0.1 percent and 10-year bond yields around zero 
percent at its two-day rate review that ended on Tuesday. 
In a quarterly review of its projections, the central bank left unchanged its 
economic and price estimates, as well as its view inflation will hit its 2 
percent target during the fiscal year ending in March 2020. 
But the BOJ offered a more upbeat view on inflation expectations, saying 
they were "moving sideways recently." In October, it described them as 
being on a weak note. 
Soft inflation expectations, or public perception of future price rises, have 
hampered the BOJ's efforts to use its huge money printing to eradicate 
Japan's sticky deflationary mindset and nudge households into boosting 
spending. 
While the yen briefly rose against the dollar on the tweak in statement 
language, Kuroda later put to rest any expectations of a near-term policy 
tightening. 
"There is absolutely no need to adjust our yield targets just because we 
revised up our assessment on inflation expectations," he said. "For 
Japan's economy, it's important for the BOJ to patiently continue with 
powerful monetary easing." 
The yen weakened to 111.15 yen to the dollar, down 0.2 percent from 
late U.S. levels, after Kuroda reiterated his commitment to strong 
monetary easing. 
"The fact the BOJ kept its growth and price projections unchanged 
suggests it is in no mood to normalise policy, despite rising market 
speculation it could do so," said Naomi Muguruma, senior market 
economist at Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley. 

 

China – Fitch Ratings on Tuesday warned that it would take ratings action 
against Chinese local governments if revisions to their fiscal data were 
significant, after recent reports on fake economic data deepened 
concerns about governance and oversight.  
Local and regional governments in China have long been suspected of 
cooking up numbers. Blame is often put on ambitious local officials trying 
to brighten their career prospects by delivering stellar work reports. 
The agency's comments come after the autonomous region of Inner 
Mongolia earlier this month said its fiscal revenue for 2016 ought to be 26 
percent, or 53 billion yuan ($8.3 billion), less than initially stated.  
Fitch reacted by downgrading its internal assessment of the 
creditworthiness of the northern Chinese region. It also cut the ratings on 
the senior unsecured bonds due 2020 issued by Inner Mongolia High-
Grade Highway Construction and Development Co to BBB- from BBB, with 
a negative outlook. 
Local and regional governments globally do not have internationally 
accepted accounting policies. In China, Fitch relies on official fiscal data 
from provincial and local administrations, which are then approved by the 
local legislatures. 
Recent falsification by provincial governments may highlight 
shortcomings in the auditing process, particularly in terms of central 
government oversight, Fitch cautioned. 
"We would expect recent data manipulation problems to prompt a focus 
on tighter supervision, including stronger and more transparent reporting 
requirements and stricter disciplinary measures to discourage 
falsification," it said in a report on Tuesday. 
The National Audit Office said in December that 10 city and county 
governments had been found to be inflating their fiscal revenue by a total 
of 1.5 billion yuan. 

But the local authorities so far exposed for data manipulation represent 
only a small portion of the 44,000 local and regional governments across 
China, Fitch said. 
China will look into reports of irregularities in regional economic data, and 
will deal with any impropriety according to the law, the head of China's 
statistics bureau said last week. 
 
 

Euro Zone - Seven years of unprecedented European Central Bank 
stimulus have helped feed a 40 billion-euro boom in foreign buying of 
central European debt, raising the question - what happens when it all 
dries up this year? 
Signs are that the countries concerned will have no problem surviving the 
end of euro zone largesse, which pilled over to them indirectly. 
Before the ECB's money taps opened in 2011, foreigners held 150 billion 
zloty ($44 billion/36 billion euros) of Polish domestic government debt 
and 167.5 billion Czech crowns ($8.07 billion/6.60 billion euros) of Czech 
local debt, or 12 percent of Prague's overall total, central bank and debt 
office figures show.  
Fast forward and more than 3.5 trillion euros ($4.3 trillion) of ECB 
stimulus later and the numbers have spiralled. 
Foreign holdings of Polish bonds are up over a third at 200 billion zloty 
while it topped 725 billion crowns in the Czech Republic last year, over 
half its domestic debt.  
"Though the ECB wasn't buying Polish, Czech, Hungarian government 
bonds, just by the virtue of the fact rates are so low in core Europe, it has 
allowed those eastern European economies to perform well," said 
Goldman Sachs Asset Management's managing director of global fixed 
income, Jeremy Cave. 
While the clear link between ECB stimulus and foreign buying of CEE 
bonds suggests outflows are likely when the ECB pulls the plug -- possibly 
this year -- there are also various other factors that have brought in 
money. 
For instance, at least half the money that piled into Czech bonds last year 
was down to foreign investors' betting on what would happen once 
Prague remove the currency peg that had been suppressing the crown, 
says HSBC emerging market strategist Murat Toprak.  
In Romania, a near 40 percent rise in foreign holdings since 2014 is as 
likely to be down to a sovereign credit rating upgrade that got its debt 
promoted into the big bond indices as to the ECB's actions.  
And while Hungary's bond markets saw big inflows when the ECB first 
flooded markets with cheap money in 2011, it has since seen levels fall 
right back down again as Budapest has adopted unconventional monetary 
policy tools of its own. 
"It is very difficult to find an correlation between ECB (quantitative 
easing) and what we have seen in terms of inflows," HSBC's Toprak said. 
"While it seemed intuitive, it wasn't backed up by the data." 
 

U.S - Federal Reserve Board nominee Marvin Goodfriend on Tuesday 
defended his past focus on inflation, saying that while earlier warnings 
about runaway prices were "absolutely" proved wrong, it was the Fed's 
credibility in controlling inflation that has allowed unemployment to fall 
so low. 
In contrast to warnings that low interest rates might lead to a dangerous 
breakout of inflation, Goodfriend said he felt current Fed policy "is more 
or less on the right path going forward....We should get to 2 percent 
(inflation) in a year or so" with unemployment at a 17-year low. 
Goodfriend, a Carnegie Mellon economics professor chosen by President 
Donald Trump to join the Fed, faced sharp questions from Democrats on 
the Senate Banking Committee about remarks made in the wake of the 
2007 to 2009 financial crisis in which he warned Fed efforts to drive 
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unemployment even below levels as high as 7 percent might cause prices 
to spike.  
Goodfriend was not alone in raising such concerns at the time, and by 
2015 was worried that the Fed had done too little to boost inflation, and 
cautioned against raising rates too fast.  
But as recently as last year he called the Fed's dual unemployment and 
inflation goals "incoherent," a remark that caused Democrats to ask him if 
he had made a "confirmation conversion" in accepting the Fed's 
employment goals to win their support.  
"I regret the word 'incoherent,'" Goodfriend said. "I totally support" the 
Fed's twin aim of keeping unemployment as low as is consistent with a 
steady inflation rate targeted at 2 percent. 
He said it was the Fed's ability to anchor inflation at a low level that 
allowed it, when crisis hit, to keep interest rates near zero for an 
extended time and engage in a massive bondbuying program without 
generating the inflation he had earlier warned about. 
"It is critically important to anchor long-run inflation...to drive 
unemployment down," Goodfriend said. "Our goal is to get 
unemployment down to the natural rate. Therefore I am supportive of a

Goodfriend, if approved, would join the Fed at a time of transition to a 
new chair as Jerome Powell prepares to take over, and with several open 
seats to fill. In the past he has been highly critical of the central bank, 
calling for clearer, congressionally set limits on what the Fed can do in a 
crisis, and a more transparent set of rules to govern policy. 
He reiterated some of those stands at his hearing, saying that use of a 
"reference rule" might improve how the Fed operates, and arguing that 
the Fed's third round of quantitative easing was "not called for." 
But he also tempered some of his views. He agreed the economy was 
better off now than it would have been if policymakers had followed his 
call to raise rates early in the recovery. Despite his theoretical 
explorations of the possible advantages of negative interest rates, he said 
he had no intention as a policymaker of pursuing some of those ideas, like 
taxing cash holdings to get people to spend money.  
Still, his track record left some Democrats wary. 
"These wrong predictions are not outliers...They have been part of your 
overall approach," said Senator Elizabeth Warren. The difference 
between the current 4.1 percent unemployment rate, and the levels at 
which Goodfriend was warning about inflation, is "millions and millions of 
jobs...American families are very lucky you were not on the Fed board and 
I think it would be a mistake to put you on the Fed board now." 

 

Canada - U.S., Canadian and Mexican negotiators opened a key week-
long round of talks to modernize NAFTA on Tuesday amid persistent 
concerns the Trump administration is preparing to walk away from the 
trade deal, a move that could roil financial markets. 
Time is running out for Canada and Mexico to address U.S. demands for 
major changes to the North American Free Trade Agreement, which 
President Donald Trump says has damaged the American economy. 
Officials gathered in a Montreal hotel for the sixth and penultimate round 
of talks, which are supposed to conclude by the end of March to avoid a 
clash with Mexico's general elections. 
Insiders say the Canadian and Mexican governments are prepared to be 
flexible on a U.S. demand that the amount of North American content in 
autos be boosted to qualify for duty-free status in NAFTA. 
But Ottawa and Mexico City strongly oppose the proposal that autos 
produced on the continent should have 50 percent U.S. content. 
Differences also remain over how to address the U.S. push for changes to 
various dispute resolution mechanisms. 
"The Montreal round ... will be a high-noon moment I think for the 
agreement," said James Moore, a former Canadian minister who is a 
member of a special council advising Canada's Foreign Minister Chrystia 
Freeland on NAFTA. 
Canadian officials are downbeat about the talks amid uncertainty over 
whether Washington really wants to negotiate or plans to walk away. 
"If you're unsure where the other side wants to go it is really difficult to 
know what would please them unless you capitulate, and that's not going 
to happen," one person briefed on Ottawa's negotiating stance said on 
condition of anonymity. 
U.S. chief negotiator John Melle and Canadian chief negotiator Steve 
Verheul declined to comment on Tuesday. 
Trump, who has vowed to undo what he describes as disastrous trade 
deals, expressed differing views in recent days on what he might do about 
NAFTA, unsettling investors who worry that one of the world's largest 
trading blocs ultimately could be disrupted.  
Canada, which sends 75 percent of its goods exports to the United States, 
has responded to the lack of clarity over the future of the 1994 
agreement by attempting to diversify its trade. Earlier on Tuesday, 
Canada and 10 other nations agreed to sign a reworked Asia-Pacific trade 
pact. The United States pulled out of an earlier version of the deal.  
Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau is currently attending the World 
Economic Forum meeting to drum up investment. Next month he will 
spend five days in India, which Canada sees as potentially a bigger trading 
partner.

Japan's Nikkei share average on Tuesday ended at its highest in more 

than 26 years, with real estate and precision machinery stocks leading the 
gains. 
The Nikkei finished up 1.3 percent at 24,124.15. Earlier in the session, it 
touched 24,129.34, its highest intraday level since November 1991. 
The broader Topix gained 1 percent to 1,911.07, after rising to an intraday 
high of 1,911.31, its highest since June 1991.  
Advancers outnumbered decliners 456 to 180, with 47 issues ending 
unchanged. 
Shares of Torii Pharmaceutical ended 4.6 percent higher after it raised its 
net profit outlook on Monday, helping the pharmaceutical sector gain 1.2 
percent. 
DIC Corp closed 2.9 percent up after business daily Nikkei reported that 
the chemical company's group operating profit rose 5 percent in 2017.  
Real estate shares added 2.1 percent, while precision machinery shares 
gained 1.9 percent. 
Earlier on Tuesday, the Bank of Japan kept its monetary settings 
unchanged and offered a more upbeat view on inflation expectations 
than three months ago, signalling its conviction that a strengthening 
recovery will gradually push price growth to its 2 percent target.  
 

 

South Korea's KOSPI stock index rose on Tuesday. The Korean won was 

tentative while bond yields fell. 
At 06:30 GMT, the KOSPI was up 34.49 points or 1.38 percent at 2,536.60. 
The benchmark index ended at its highest since Nov. 24, 2017 as U.S. 
government shutdown ended, boosting investor sentiment. The index 
was also supported by strong gains in major IT companies, especially LG 
Display, whose OLED outlook offset earnings gloom. The company's 
shares rose nearly 6 percent on Tuesday.  
Shares of LG Electronics erased their earlier losses and ended trade up 0.5 
percent. The shares were initially hit after the U.S. decision to slap tariffs 
on imported washing machines. Samsung Electronics also extended gains 
to 1.9 percent. 
The won was quoted at 1,070.2 per dollar on the onshore settlement 
platform, 0.01 percent weaker than its previous close at 1,070.1.  
In offshore trading, the won was quoted at 1,069.61 per U.S. dollar, down 
0.07 percent from the previous day, while in one-year non-deliverable 
forwards it was being transacted at 1,059.75 per dollar. 
 

Hong Kong stocks hit another fresh record on Tuesday, aided by 

continuous inflows of mainland money, and strength in IT and financial 
stocks. 
At close of trade, the Hang Seng index was up 537.29 points or 1.66 
percent at 32,930.70. The Hang Seng China Enterprises index rose 2.16 
percent to 13,490.45. 
The sub-index of the Hang Seng tracking energy shares rose 1 percent 
while the IT sector rose 2.47 percent, the financial sector was 1.98 
percent higher and property sector rose 1.28 percent. 
The top gainer on Hang Seng was Geely Automobile Holdings Ltd, up 5.67 
percent, while the biggest loser was China Resources Power Holdings Co 
Ltd, down 0.98 percent. 
China's main Shanghai Composite index closed up 1.3 percent at 
3,546.9816 points while its blue-chip CSI300 index ended up 1.08 percent. 
Around the region, MSCI's Asia ex-Japan stock index was firmer by 0.87 
percent while Japan's Nikkei index closed up 1.29 percent. 
The yuan was quoted at 6.4035 per U.S. dollar at 08:12 GMT, 0.02 percent 
firmer than the previous close of 6.405.  

So far this year, the Hang Seng index is up 10.1 percent, while China's H-
share index is up 15 percent.  
 

China stocks extended a rally on Tuesday to fresh two-year peaks, 

underpinned by continued gains in banking and real estate firms.  
At the close, the Shanghai Composite index was up 45.62 points or 1.3 
percent at 3,546.98.  
The blue-chip CSI300 index was up 1.08 percent, with its financial sector 
sub-index higher by 2.01 percent, the consumer staples sector up 0.34 
percent, the real estate index up 3.21 percent and healthcare sub-index 
up 0.04 percent. 
The smaller Shenzhen index ended up 0.36 percent and the start-up 
board ChiNext Composite index was unchanged. 
Around the region, MSCI's Asia ex-Japan stock index was firmer by 0.88 
percent while Japan's Nikkei index closed up 1.29 percent. 
At 07:01 GMT, the yuan was quoted at 6.3997 per U.S. dollar, 0.08 
percent firmer than the previous close of 6.405.  
The largest percentage gainers in the main Shanghai Composite index 
were Henan Yuguang Gold & Lead Co Ltd up 10.05 percent, followed by 
Sichuan Langsha Holding Ltd gaining 9.99 percent and China Construction 
Bank Corp up by 8.72 percent. 
The largest percentage losses in the Shanghai index were Zhejiang Hisun 
Pharmaceutical Co Ltd down 10 percent, followed by Shanghai Zhongyida 
Co Ltd losing 8.01 percent and Kama Co Ltd down by 7.72 percent. 
So far this year, the Shanghai stock index is up 5.87 percent, the CSI300 is 
up 8.8 percent this year, while China's H-share index listed in Hong Kong 
is up 12.8 percent. Shanghai stocks have risen 5.87 percent this month.

Dollar index slips to 3-year low on broad-based weakness - Reuters News 
 

The dollar extended recent weakness against a 
basket of major currencies to hit a fresh three-year 
low on Tuesday, after the euro surged on consumer 
confidence data indicating strong momentum in 
the region's economy. 
The dollar index , which measures the greenback 
against six rival currencies, was down 0.32 percent 
at 90.115, after slipping as low as 90.063, its lowest 
since December 2014.  
The euro was up 0.29 percent to $1.2295 against 
the greenback. 
Data from the European Commission showed euro 

zone consumer confidence jumped much more than expected in January. 
"The number tells us one story, which is that the growth is booming in the euro zone. Hence, we are 
seeing massive buying pressure for the euro," said Naeem Aslam, chief market analyst for Think Markets 
in London. 
Investors were also focused on Thursday's European Central Bank meeting for clues on the outlook for 
monetary policy, analysts said. 
"The market is really spinning a really positive tale around the ECB at the moment," said Lennon 
Sweeting, chief market strategist at XE in Toronto. 
The euro has rallied this year, boosted by growing optimism that a strengthening economy would 
prompt the ECB to signal a quicker end to years of efforts to stimulate the economy than previously 
forecast. 
The dollar failed to hold early gains against the Japanese yen after the Bank of Japan kept monetary 
policy unchanged.  
The greenback slipped about half a percent to 110.31 yen, its lowest since Wednesday. 
"There is nothing out of the Bank of Japan that would indicate that there is a real reason to get behind 
yen at the moment. Despite any fundamentals or central banking positioning, yen continues to perform 
well in risk-off scenarios," said Sweeting. 
Dollar bears were emboldened by U.S. President Donald Trump's signing of an executive order imposing 
steep import tariffs on washing machines and solar panels, a move condemned by China and South 
Korea, Sweeting said.  
The British pound powered past $1.40 to its highest level since the vote to leave the European Union in 
June 2016, extending a rally on the back of growing optimism around Britain's chances of securing a 
favourable Brexit deal.  
Mexico's peso pared sharp losses after President Trump said talks to renegotiate the North American 
Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) were going well.

Gold rises as dollar dips, stocks jump - Reuters News 
 

Gold prices rose on Tuesday as the U.S. dollar fell to 
fresh three-year lows, but an end to uncertainty created 
by a three-day U.S. government shutdown capped gains. 
Spot gold was up 0.3 percent at $1,337.36 an ounce at 
1:38 p.m. EST (1838 GMT) after touching a one-week 
high of $1,339.09, while U.S. gold futures for February 
delivery settled up $4.80, or 0.4 percent, at $1,336.70 
per ounce. 
"The continuation of weakness in the dollar is prompting 
support in commodities across the board," said David 
Meger, director of metals trading at High Ridge Futures 
in Chicago. 

The dollar index fell to a fresh three-year low against a basket of six currencies, after data showed euro 
zone consumer confidence jumped much more than expected in January, underlining the strong 
momentum in its economy.  
A weaker greenback makes dollar-denominated assets such as gold cheaper for holders of other 
currencies. 
Gold was virtually unaffected by the shutdown in the previous session. Bullion traded in a tight range 
after the U.S. Senate voted to pass a temporary spending plan through Feb. 8 to end the government 
shutdown.  
Equity markets have since gained, however some market participants are pacing for a correction, said 
Josh Graves, senior commodities strategist at RJO Futures in Chicago.  
"Equities are getting overdone, so you're seeing more guys positioning for at least a short-term 
correction," he said. 
Markets are also anticipating an expected U.S. interest rate increase in March, which could affect gold. 
"The anticipation of a March hike could act as additional weight for gold, although given this is now 
largely anticipated, the downside risks should be limited and gold's reaction function is likely to be 
asymmetric," UBS said in a note. 
U.S. benchmark 10-year Treasury note yields fell to a five-day low, while 30-year bond yields sank to a 
one-week low. Declining yields typically make gold more attractive to non-U.S. investors.  
The U.S. economy is likely to grow in 2018 at its fastest pace in three years, fueled by the biggest tax 
overhaul since the 1980s, according to a Reuters poll of more than 100 economists.  
Faster economic growth in the world's largest economy would increase the likelihood of interest rate 
rises and dent the appeal of non-interest yielding bullion. 
Among other precious metals, platinum was 0.8 percent lower at $1,002.80 an ounce, down from a more 
than four-month high touched in the previous session. 
Silver was down 0.5 percent at $16.92 an ounce after touching a $3-1/2-week low of $16.73. 
Palladium was 0.9 percent lower at $1,087.97 an ounce.

Oil jumps on IMF growth outlook as Brent tops $70 again - Reuters News 
 

Oil rose more than 1 percent on Tuesday, with 
benchmark Brent crude hitting $70 a barrel for 
the first time in a week, boosted by healthy 
world economic growth prospects and 
expectations for continued production curbs by 
OPEC, Russia and their allies. 
Brent crude futures were up 76 cents to $69.78 
a barrel as of 12:34 p.m. EST (1734 GMT), not 
far off the three-year high of $70.37 reached on 
Jan. 15.  
U.S. West Texas Intermediate (WTI) crude 
futures rose 81 cents to $64.39 a barrel. WTI 

reached its highest since December 2014 on Jan. 16 at $64.89. 
The International Monetary Fund on Monday revised upward its forecast for world economic growth to 
3.9 percent for 2018 and 2019, a 0.2 percentage point increase from its last update in October.  
"The IMF's upward revision of its growth forecast is generating tailwind," Commerzbank analysts wrote. 
"This further improves the already fairly rosy demand prospects on the oil market." 
The demand growth comes at a time of supply curbs by the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting 
Countries, Russia and other producers, which began in January 2017 and are due to run until the end of 
2018. 
Saudi Energy Minister Khalid al-Falih told CNBC on Tuesday that while he is "still anxious" about the 
fragility of the oil market, "we think we're on our way."  
OPEC's main objective for the cuts is to eliminate a global surplus in oil stocks and rebalance the market. 
There is some expectation that OPEC will let the agreement expire at the end of 2018, but major 
producers have not yet suggested that this is in the offing.  
In addition, the sharp plunge in Venezuelan production is offsetting increases from the United States, 
which is on the cusp of breaking its all-time production record of 10.04 million barrels per day.  
U.S. Energy Department oil inventory figures will be released Wednesday morning; industry group the 
American Petroleum Institute will issue data on stocks Tuesday afternoon at 4:30 p.m. EST. U.S. stocks 
are expected to fall by 1.3 million barrels, which would mark a 10th consecutive week of declines.  
Venezuela's output fell to a meager 2 million bpd in 2017, far short of expectations for 2.5 million bpd, 
and the International Energy Agency said it could keep declining in 2018.  
"Six months ago there was a lot of consternation about how fast (U.S.) production might grow but that's 
been offset by Venezuelan volatility," said Tony Scott, managing director of analytics at BTU Analytics in 
Denver.  
He added that with Saudi and Iranian production likely to remain steady throughout the year, it was hard 
to see an increase in supply that would undermine the rally.  
French bank BNP Paribas said it expects inventories to rise near the end of the year. The bank raised its 
2018 oil price forecasts by $10 a barrel, expecting WTI to average $60 and Brent $65.
